Dr. Jeanne Mund Lagowski

We pray in thanksgiving for the life and generosity of Dr. Jeanne Mund
Lagowski (1929 - 2018). This spring, the Paulist Fathers received a bequest of
$825,000 from Dr. Lagowski's estate in support of senior Paulist Fathers.

Dr. Lagowski was a parishioner at St. Austin Catholic Parish in Austin, TX,
and a professor emeritus at the University of Texas at Austin.

A native of St. Louis, MO, Dr. Lagowski received degrees from Bradley
University in Peoria, IL, and her doctorate from the University of Michigan.
She then was a fellow at Cambridge University where her work led her to
co-author one of the classic textbooks on heterocyclic chemistry.

In 1959, Dr. Lagowski began her tenure at the University of
Texas, which included service as a research scientist,
faculty member and associate dean.

In 2011, Dr. Lagowski and her husband, Joseph,
were recognized by Bradley University which
named the Mund-Lagowski Department of
Chemistry and Biochemistry in their honor.
